On this form, we need to know how much you and your employer contribute each year to each plan. Please write in the total annual amount contributed and also the percentage of that contribution that you make. For example, you may contribute $6,000 to your retirement account, and your employer may contribute $4,000 to the same account. You would write in the annual contribution as $10,000, and your percentage as 60%.
